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Numbering sequence for facilities starts at the $-61 Lock and spillway at the South end of
Lake Tohopekallga and progresses clock wise around the chain of lakes.

Lake Tohopekaliga is located 20 miles south of Orlando, Florida, covers over 22,000 acres
and is the third largest natural lake in Florida. This lake has a national reputation for huge bass

with the lake record standing at 15.5 lbs.

Some of the better areas to fish at “Toho” are Big Grassy Island, Lanier Point, and Browns
Point; however, bass can be caught nearly anywhere in this relatively shallow lake.

East Lake Tohopekaliga is about two miles from its famous sister, West Lake Toho. This
lake covers an area of about 11,900 acres and is also noted as a producer of huge largemouth.
