Lake Kissimmee is located 27 miles due east of Lake
Wales, Florida. The lake is 18 miles long and offers 44,000
acres of varying types of vegetation: lily pads, pasture
fields, grassy islands, reeds, maiden cane, and other mixed
vegetation. Bass over 16 pounds have been caught and 10
pounders are not all that unusual.

Since the lake is large, it can get choppy in a hurry, so
watch out for approaching storms and changing weather

is a 6,700 acre lake. It is surrounded
by an expansive cypress forest and is considered by many
to be the most beautiful of all the Kissimmee chain lakes.
The lake is located 16 miles east of Lake Hamilton,
Florida. It is a typical Florida lake with a vast expanse of
open water, various types of shore grasses, reeds and pads.
Except for the grass and pad areas there is not much struc-
ture and the lake is fairly shallow.
